With County Lines reaching out from major cities and young people in the local area having
easier access to cannabis and other drugs it is vital that as a school we do all we can to ensure
that we continue to have a drug free site. With this in mind, between now and the end of the
year, we will be inviting K9 Deployment back to the school again with one of their search dogs.
All sniffer dogs and their handlers from K9 Deployment are trained and accredited to
Association of Chief Police Officer (ACPO) standards. In addition, we will be ensuring that
they are compliant with our COVID control measures.

We are conscious that we may have students who feel a little nervous around dogs and we
will be sensitive to this on the day they visit. Furthermore, our first aid team will advise us on
any student who has an allergy to dogs. A member of our inclusion team will be present at all
times to support.

We have the support of Thames Valley Police and our local police community support team
with this initiative. This work is in addition to the education we provide students through PSHE
and parents through our parent conferences.
