o Encourage a positive and “can do” attitude towards mathematics.

¢ Read through questions with your child and encourage them to pick out information needed to
answer it

e Provide your child with a revision guide and help them plan their revision.

¢ Encourage your child to talk through topics and explain what they are currently covering. (Let
them teach you!)

e Look at your child’s work on a regular basis so that you can see the progress of your child.

e Help your child if you can but please annotate any help given by writing a note/comment in their
exercise book.

e Ensure your child catches up on any work missed.

¢ Problem solving skills: Get your child to relate Mathematics to real life e.g.: percentages and best
buys in shops. Use DIY projects to get your child to estimate and measure.

e Help your child to realise that mathematics is everywhere. For example, when you read the
paper or watch the news highlight where mathematics has been used.
