they need to be able to talk with one another in discussing their ideas. We are creating lessons
which mirror actual classrooms as much as possible, so that students are not disadvantaged
during this period of lockdown. In order to keep the practical element of drama alive, the
camera function is required for the performance/design element and assessment.
