 Ensure the school runs an Anti-Bullying Week every year  

 All teachers to be trained on the signs of bullying and how to listen to any student who feels 
they are being bullied  

 
At school, we work together with the Anti Bullying Alliance and were awarded a Gold Award last 
year for our work.
