| am writing to inform you about an exciting event planned for students in Year 7. We would
like students to be given an insight into the world of Science, Technology, Engineering, Art
and Design and Mathematics (STEAM) and we are very fortunate that Thales, Thames Water,
Covea Insurance and Reds10 have kindly agreed to host the day collaboratively on Friday 1
July where students will participate in a number of different STEAM-related activities.
